Projects undertaken by the National Responsible Gam bling Programme for the 
Gauteng Gambling Board and the Gauteng Provincial G overnment’s Department 
of Economic Development 
 
Overview 
 
Work on the high schools, community outreach and AllPay initiatives in Gauteng 
resumed for the period 2009/10. 
 
These were the highlights during the period under review: 

o visits to 72 AllPay sites, interacting with 21 715 beneficiaries 
o visits to five schools, reaching 3 747 learners 
o participation in the Rand Show as well as an Employee Wellness Day 

 
AllPay outreach 
 
Community outreach with beneficiaries at the AllPay paypoints continued in the New 
Year. The team of facilitators interacted with: 

·  7 335 people at 24 paypoints during April 
·  7 270 people at 24 paypoints during May 
·  7 110 people at 24 paypoints during June 

Totalling 21 715 beneficiaries at 72 paypoints for the three-month period under review.  
 
This brings the total number of beneficiaries reached since the project resumed in 
September 2009 to 72 890 beneficiaries at 236 paystations.  
 
Schools 
 
The team completed visited five schools holding 20 sessions for 3 747 learners as part 
of the incomplete 8th ‘block’ (for billing purposes, each block comprises 32 presentations 
or sessions). 
 
This brings the total number of schools visited during the current financial year to 58 
(including two primary schools) – and totalling some 33 656 learners. 
 
It is anticipated that the balance of this block and two others budgeted for in the 2010 
financial year will be completed during the third term. 
 
 
Special Events 
 
 
Rand Show 
 
The Rand Show (has again reverted to its old name!) ran from 1 to 11 April 2010.  
This time it was a stand-alone venture, whereas previously the NRGP had formed part of 
the joint and much bigger GPG’s Department of Economic Development and GGB stall.  
 
 



The bigger, flashier display built by the DED was traditionally quite professional, 
attractive and fun. Being together with the various agencies (tourism, film, liquor board, 
GEP, GEDA, Blue IQ, Dinokeng and Cradle of Humankind) added a sense of energy 
and community to the stand. With the space provided by the bigger stand, we were also 
able to perform presentations during the show.  
 
However, one drawback was that their stand was traditionally in the less popular 
government agency hall and therefore saw less traffic than the commercial halls. 
 
Having our own stand allowed us to choose which hall we would like to display in 
(although because of the lateness of the booking, we were somewhat limited). The big 
advantage is that we managed to secure space in a commercial hall, which had more 
spectators. The independence also allowed us to use more branding on the stand.  
 
Unfortunately we experienced some flooding in our hall on a few occasions. Other than 
some damaged collateral, this did not affect us in any way. 
 
The other big change was that because of the World Cup, a number of halls at the 
Nasrec Showgrounds were not available. To compensate, tented halls were built and a 
kind of ‘street market‘ was erected along the walkways around the grounds. The show 
was therefore much more compact, with everything closer together instead of being in 
separate halls. The result of this was that the show had a more festive feel to it. This 
was, in our opinion, a great improvement on past years. 
 
Overall, the show was relatively well attended. As expected, the weekends were the 
busiest, with our facilitators a little run off their feet. They reported a lot of interest in the 
programme and consequently spoke to a number of people and handed out quite a lot of 
collateral. Attendance was not as high as what we experienced in 2008, but was still 
good. The approximate numbers are as follows:
