AllPay outreach

Community outreach with beneficiaries at the AllPay paypoints resumed during
September.

The team of facilitators interacted with:

7 125 people at 24 paypoints during October

6 890 people at 21 paypoints during November

7 255 people at 23 paypoints during December

Totalling 21 270 beneficiaries at 68 paypoints for the three-month period under
review.

This brings the total number of beneficiaries reached for the four months including
September to 29 195 beneficiaries at 92 paystations.

Schools

End-of-year exams put paid to any further visits to schools during the final term, however
the team still managed to visit 14 schools, reaching 8 766 learners, including one




primary school.

This brings the tally for the financial year to date to 21 220 learners at 38 schools,
including two primary schools. (Note: the figure supplied in last quarterly report has been
adjusted from 25 to 24 schools, because of inadvertent duplication when counting the
number of schools.)
